The event around Reach:

Launching of The CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD in Brussels

The CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD was introduced at the ROYAL ACADEMY in Brussels last Thursday 26th of October 2006.

The BRUSSELS-EU CHAPTER of The Club of Rome encourages such initiatives as a meaningful contribution to the sustainable development challenge. THE PERFUME FOUNDATION initiated the CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD to award a country that has shown outstanding endeavour to fight pollution and paid exceptional effort to protect the environment, and to encourage other countries to increase their efforts as well. 

The Perfume Foundation’s mission is to be the leading authority an environmental and health issues related to fragrances and scents, while contributing to the cultural heritage of perfume.

“There are many fragrances and scents that can spread through air polluting and health threatening compounds. Reach should also increasingly take into consideration the administrative aspect and the way products are used. Reach should also take in consideration that informing consumers about the toxicity of certain molecules included in the products is only a first step. The main necessity is to ban these molecules. They are not only causing health issues but are also a treat for the environment: all these compounds are accumulating in the air and are participating to the climate change and the global pollution of the planet.

The Perfume Foundation aims at creating a safe environment by preventing the public from being exposed to those compounds and by providing solutions to reach this objective. Its activities have induced it to cooperate with other organizations that actively promote a safer environment and fight against global warming. That has indirectly led to the idea of issuing an annual CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD” said Henk Meijerink, Scientific Director of the Perfume Foundation.

“The CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD does not belong to the Perfume Foundation, it belongs to the world because we are all responsible for the Climate Change.

For the fist year the selection process will be done in collaboration with all international environmental organisations through NGO federations.

After an international CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD’s TV program, project realised in collaboration with Janik Cardiec, will reinforce the vote allowing the public to participate to the election. Everybody is concerned.” declared Creezy Courtoy, Chairman of the Perfume Foundation.

Raoul Weiler, Brussels Eu-Chapter of The Club of Rome, explained the position of the Chapter towards Climate Change and drew the attention to the importance of these initiatives in the overall frame of reaching sustainable societies in a foreseeable future.

The Belgian artist Serge Helholc introduced the CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD trophy. He based its creation on the survival plant Ginkgo Biloba;

 The Ginkgo Biloba is the world’s oldest living tree, a species whose existence can be traced back-over 250 million years. For this reason, the Ginkgo was referred to as “living fossil” by Charles Darwin in 1859.

He also presented the limited edition of the CLIMATE CHANGE AWARD Golden Book to be given as a reward to personalities of the world who are strongly acting to protect our planet without any political or financial interests.
